You will know from media reports 

that we are currently working in a 

period of great change.  The new 

government has set out its agenda 

for education in the White Paper 

published at the end of 2010 and its 

measures are now beginning to 

impact on schools.   

One of the most pressing 

considerations from Warlingham 

Schoolõs perspective is how to 

respond to the introduction of the 

òEnglish Baccalaureateó.  This is a 

collection of GCSE qualifications 

bundled together to provide a 

measure of student success; in 

order to gain the òE-Baccó, students 

will be required to attain an A*-C 

grade at GCSE in English, 

Mathematics, two Sciences, History 

or Geography and a Modern 

Foreign Language (or ancient 

language).   Warlingham has 

traditionally had an open option 

system and, although a large 

proportion of students has always 

chosen History, Geography or a 

Language subject, they have not 

necessarily been combined in the 

way required for the new òE-Baccó 

which, inevitably, limits the number 

of students able to gain this status.  

(This contrasts with schools which 

have had a more restricted, 

traditional approach to option 

blocks.)  With Year 9 students 

From the Headé. 
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recent years. 

In their meeting at the end of last 

term, Governors debated the 

opportunity to apply for Academy 

status as presented by the 

Academies Act and opened up in 

November to schools with a ògoodó 

judgement by Ofsted.  Although we 

have registered an interest in 

accessing further information so 

that we can make an informed 

decision once the full implications of 

Academy status both locally and 

nationally become clearer, it was 

considered that Warlingham School 

is currently best served by retaining 

its links with Surrey Local Authority.   

We have considerable autonomy 

(more so than in many other 

authorities) and we value the 

partnership working that being part 

of the LA provides.  However, we 

are keeping an open mind on this 

issue as we wish to ensure that we 

secure a strong financial base and 

access to a range of high quality 

services so, if the landscape changes 

significantly we will need to review 

the situation and would, of course, 

open a debate with parents. 

These òhot topicsó are of strategic 

importance.  However, I am always 

pleased to read the Newsletter as it 

reflects the day-to-day work of the 

school as seen through the eyes of 

students.  I hope that you enjoy this 

edition which celebrates the 

excellence in achievement at the 

school, the many and varied 

experiences created by and engaged 

in by students and the wonderful 

contribution they have made to our 

community. 

about to make option choices for 

their Key Stage 4 courses, staff and 

governors have given great 

consideration to the matter so that 

all students have the opportunity of 

accessing the òE-Baccó.  This is 

important as it is anticipated the òE-

Baccó will become a benchmark of 

academic achievement which could 

be used by Sixth Forms, colleges, 

universities and employers in the 

future in the same way that 5+ A*-C 

grades is currently regarded.  We 

are also considering ways in which 

we can make the òE-Baccó available 

to those students in Year 10 who 

wish, and who have the capacity,  to 

add to their current courses and 

will be discussing this with students 

and their parents in the Summer 

Term as we do not want them 

disadvantaged by a measure which 

could not have been predicted at 

the time of this cohort making their 

option decisions.
