| write at the end of yet another
very busy, yet productive, term.

Walking around the school this
week, it is clear that the older
students who face public
examinations over the coming
months are very focussed on their
learning. The new-style
“controlled assessments”, which
replace coursework at GCSE in
most subjects, has relieved some
of the conflicting pressures that
traditionally built up in the spring
months. In previous years
students were busy finalising
substantial coursework items
whilst, at the same time, trying to
revise for the written examinations
which seem to come earlier and
earlier each year. Now, most
controlled assessments are
already completed but Year 11
students, nevertheless, are very
aware of their responsibilities in
terms of shaping their futures,
especially now that further and
higher education and work places
are much harder to come by.

As usual, Year 12 students are
fast approaching their first taste of
A level assessment — for many,
this is a real challenge as there is a
significant leap required between
this and GCSE and, with only two
full terms to prepare, they now
realise the demands being made
of them.

Year 13 results are critical for
students’ university aspirations.
Thus there is a real feel of
endeavour and anticipation with
considerable adrenalin in the
system! To a large extent we all
thrive on these emations but no-
one pretends that the pressure is
easy to manage.

Inspectors who visited the school
last week certainly picked up on
the learning culture of the school.
We had invited a team of Ofsted-
trained inspectors from the Local
Authority to conduct a mini-review
of the school to help us identify
what we are doing well and what
we need to do further to improve
the achievements and
experiences of our students. They
recognised that student
attainment and progress when
compared with national data is
“outstanding”. They also judged
student behaviour to be
“outstanding” — they observed
excellent learning and social
behaviour and commented on the
highly-developed “visitor
behaviour” of our students who
were friendly, polite and helpful.
Inspectors were impressed by the
students’ attendance, punctuality
and particularly praised the
relationships between staff and
students. This was supported by
student interviews with the
inspectors and questionnaires
which had been conducted over

the past few weeks. They
commented, too, on the positive
contribution our members of our
support staff make. In all, the
inspection team visited 80 lessons
SO saw a large cross-section of
the school’s work. Once we
receive the report from the team,
we will be using its key messages
to help us shape the next School
Development Plan.

| must also update you on some
changes to the Governing Body.
Mr Paul Childs is standing down
after nearly 20 years as a
Governor, and, since 2000,
Chairman. His changing work
commitments mean that he is no
longer able to continue in this role.
| am particularly grateful for the
time and commitment he has
given to the school as a whole
and to me as Headteacher over
these years. Mrs Ann Shepherd
and Mrs Janet Kelly have also left
the Governing Body this term.
Both were originally Parent
Governors and, more recently,
became Community Governors.
Their children have now left the
school. They have supported the
school enormously during their
time as Governors and we have
passed on our thanks for the
wonderful service they have given
to staff and students. We will be
appointing a new Local Authority
and two new Community
Governors as well as electing a
new Chairman over the coming
months and will communicate this
to you in the summer.

A day in the life...

...of an Oxford student

On Wednesday 16" March 2011, |
was given the opportunity to attend a
Study Day hosted by the prestigious
Oxford University. The purpose of the
day was to give Year 12 students like
me an insight into the world of
university, and the kind of things that
we would encounter before and once
at university.

The university is separated into smaller
colleges located all around the city,
which have a major impact on the
atmosphere of the town and the
community.

The experience was very eye-
opening, since | found out the type of
things that | would study if | took it as
my degree — it wasn’t what | was
expecting at all, but | found it a lot
more interesting. Everyone was
incredibly clever, but | was surprised at

It was all for Dominic

The Great Warlingham Quiz was held
in the Hall on the evening of Friday 4th
March. Despite lower numbers than
the last quiz night, it was a very vocal
night - especially Mr Weston’s team -
with some very enthusiastic (some
might say ultra-competitive) teams.

The questions covered a wide variety
of different subjects, from Religion to
Geography to History to Popular
Culture. Everyone was stumped by
the question: “In what language does
‘Dankon’ mean ‘Thank You’?” - the
answer is Esperanto - but many

successfully identified a photograph of

the Hubble Space Station.

We have had some tremendously
positive feedback following the

evening, so we are delighted that
everyone enjoyed it!

The evening was organised to raise
money for Dominic’s Fund. Dominic -
who was born two months early - was
diagnosed with Periventricular
Leukomalacia (PVL), a brain injury
most often associated with premature
birth. It’s an injury that affects the
white matter in his brain. The white
matter sends messages from the brain
to the muscles. The messages that
Dominic’s brain sends to his legs (and,
to a lesser degree, his arms and
hands), are jumbled up. This
manifests itself as constantly tight
muscles (spasticity). As a result of the
PVL, the paediatrician diagnosed
Dominic with cerebral palsy.
Subsequently there has been a
diagnosis of a mixed picture of
cerebral palsy, quadriplegia affecting
both legs and arms especially right
arm with signs of dystonia in his upper
limbs as well.

Dornncs Feind

Four year-old Dominic had a major
operation in the US in 2010 and now
in 2011, money is needed to fund
Dominic’s continuing care and
treatment.

Dominic’s parents, Gary and Sarah
Francillia came to the quiz and joined
Mrs Fuller (Humanities), her husband
and Mr Stead (Humanities) to form a
formidable quiz team. Sarah Francillia
made a short speech, thanking
Warlingham School for all it has done;
students have raised around £2,000
for Dominic’s Fund and an additional

On Tuesday 2" February,
thirty Physics students and
three members of staff
travelled to Geneva,
Switzerland to visit CERN
(The Centre of European
Nuclear Research). The
purpose of the visit was to
allow us to gain a deeper
understanding of how the
world’s largest particle
accelerator functions and how
it can be used to unlock the
secrets of our universe -
including how it was formed
in the Big Bang and to
provide evidence of @ark
matterdby looking for a
particle called the Higgs
Boson.

energy proton beams to
remain in a superconductive
state when they travel around
the collider. Such a state of
these beams allows the
current in the accelerator to
flow without resistance. (No
energy is lost due
to heat). As a
result of the collider
being cooled to
this temperature,
we were
unfortunate in that
we could not travel
100m underground |

detectors.

An aspect of Chemistry was
brought into the equation of
the trip when we visited a
chocolate factory. We were
able to sample many different
varieties of delicious Swiss
chocolate and to discover
how it was made.

Before returning home, we
toured the UN Palais de
Nations. The visit allowed us
to discover the history and
role of the United Nations in
Geneva.

Everyone had a great time
and hopefully benefitted from
the trip with an improved
knowledge of Particle Physics
and a better understanding of
the work being conducted at
CERN.

... and other fantastical
fiction

Year 13 Literature students
went all gothic for a recent
school outing... No, they
didn’t suddenly develop a
penchant for dressing in black
from head-to-toe, but did
band together for a quick
educational top-up over in
Kent.

On Wednesday 2™ March,
the day began with Miss
Wright & Miss Brown taking a
group of 19 A Level students
to a conference at Lampton
School in Hounslow,
Twickenham. With a 7am
start, most having to get up at
a spine-tingling 5am, it wasn’t
just the characters in the
novels being studied who
were feeling somewhat
unearthly. However, spirits
were soon lifted once
everyone was settled on the
coach and en-route to the
‘Elements of Gothic’
symposium.

The day started with
John Davey, Head of
Performing Arts, from
Kingston University talking
about the stage craft of pre-
1800 drama texts, including
infamous plays such as
‘Macbeth’ by Shakespeare
and ‘Doctor Faustus’, written

by Christopher Marlowe, who
somewhat misguidedly sold
his soul to the devil in
exchange for 24 years of
earth-bound pleasures. Was
it worth it? Well, probably not
for poor old Faustus, but even
the 5am start could not deter
the 6" Formers from
engaging with the intricacies
of Elizabethan theatres.

In the 16" — 18" Centuries
theatres were typically round,
small and very intimate, often
with a maximum capacity of
300-500 patrons. There was
lots of audience participation;
heckling and chatter amongst
the Groundlings (people in the
standing area) was common
place. Yet, as time
progressed and the Industrial
Revolution took hold, along
with an added interest in new
& visually spectacular Special
Effects, theatres changed
shape to accommodate more
sophisticated backdrops,

orchestras, and even
. moving machinery.

\ The day continued
with a focus on the
birth of the Gothic
genre. Students
were keen to
contribute to the
interactive
elements of the
day, asking thought
-provoking questions
and challenging the
different polysemic readings
of the core texts. The
supervising teachers were
delighted!

As an art form, Gothic is a
genre that will never be lost.

One of the main features that
emerged from the discussions
during the conference was
that Gothic fiction is as
popular today, with new
releases such as the Twilight
series, as it was back in the
16" - 18" Centuries when it
was at its so-called ‘peak’. It
would be true to say that the
classic texts are still able to
captivate audiences of all
ages. With writers covering
issues such as the
repercussions of man’s quest
for knowledge, the impact of
pushing scientific boundaries
to new limits, and the
formidable goal of achieving
personal glory and
unimaginable pleasures, it is
not surprising that these are
still topics which hold deep
contemporary relevance.

Heading towards the end of
the day, the conference came
to a close with a word from
one of the Principal
Moderators for AQA (one of
the largest examining bodies
in the UK). Peter Bunten
offered practical advice on
exam success. Whilst this
was perhaps the most
significant part of the itinerary
for the students, it left
everyone contemplating
eternal questions about the
world in which we live.
