The other interesting visits 

included seeing the Vassa 

museum where we saw a 

great ship which was 

reclaimed from the sea after 

300 years where it had sunk.  

The Vassa sunk on its maiden 

voyage and is now known as 

Sweden’s biggest shipping 

disaster.  Finally, the team 

visited Hammarby Sjöstad – a 

newly built eco-friendly city 

within Stockholm city.  

Hammarby Sjöstad is an 

exciting new district in 

Stockholm where the City has 

imposed tough environmental 

requirements on buildings, 

technical installations and the 

traffic environment, from day 

one.

The students worked on 

various aspects of the project 

and interacted with children 

they met from Hammargärdet 

School in Sweden and 

Werner Von Siemens School 

from Germany.

In the 

meantime, Mr Coop arrived in 

Mr Close’s Science lab at 

Warlingham School with a 

large television and 

announced that the two 

Science classes would 

combine during that lesson 

for a ‚different version of 

Physics‛.  This lesson would 

focus on the trajectory (path) 

of a projectile (cricket ball).  

Darren recalls Mr Close’s car 

was a three-wheeled Robin 

Reliant, as he didn’t have a 

full driving licence.  Darren’s 

first reference for a job was 

provided by Mr Close, and he 

continued to hear from Mr 

Close from time-to-time as his 

career progressed.  In 1994, 

when it was reported in the 

FT that Darren had been 

appointed Finance Director of 

Top Shop, he recalls he got a 

note from Mr Close 

congratulating him.   

Darren was and still is very 

interested in sports, and 

played quite a bit of sports 

whilst at Warlingham.  He 

remembers that rugby was 

more popular than football – 

by a ratio of about two-to-

one.  This was largely 

influenced by Mr Crouch, who 

was a rugby specialist. 

I took Darren on a tour of the 

school; he hadn’t been inside 

the school buildings since 

leaving.  He observed that the 

school population was much 

smaller when he was here - 

the whole school could fit in 

the hall for an assembly.  It 

was also greener; a lawn had 

given way to a car park and 

there was a cricket pitch and 

nets where the swimming 

pool now is.  Nevertheless, he 

feels that it doesn’t look as 

much like an ‚institution‛ as it 

did when he was a student.    

His first impressions were that 

it is so much more 

professional now, with superb 

This is the inaugural article for 

our new regular feature which 

will focus on former 

Warlingham School students, 

asking ‘Where are they now?’

Darren Shapland was kind 

enough to take some time off 

from his very busy schedule 

to tour the school and answer 

my questions.  Darren is 

currently the Group 

Development Director of J 

Sainsbury plc and has had a 

phenomenally successful 

career in finance since leaving 

Warlingham School in the mid

-eighties. 

Darren was at Warlingham 

School for six years, from 

1979 to 1985.  He left with 

twelve O’Levels: Maths, 

English Literature, English 

Language, Geography, 

History, Physics, Chemistry, 

Biology & Environmental 

Studies, Design & 

Technology, Graphical 

Communication, Economics & 

Law and Computer Studies.  

The latter two were taken in 

his first year of A’Levels, 

alongside four A’Levels: 

Design, Economics, Pure 

Maths and Applied Maths.  

Despite an impressive range 

of qualifications, Darren - in 

common with most of his 

peer group - decided not to 
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Beddington.  After two years, 

Superdrug was sold to a 

Dutch group and Darren left 

to become Group Finance 

Director of Carpetright.   

In 2005, Darren joined 

Sainsburys as Chief Finance 

Officer and in 2008 he was 

also appointed Chairman of 

Sainsburys Bank plc.  In 

2010, Darren became 

Development Director for 

Sainsburys and is responsible 

for Sainsburys Bank, the 

property business, Sainsburys 

Local (convenience stores), 

strategy, international 

development, digital and new 

businesses.  On Monday 9
th
 

May - just four days before I 

interviewed him - Darren 

resigned his position of 

Development Director.  He will 

continue to be Chairman of 

Sainsburys Bank plc and will 

also retain his position as a 

Non-Executive Director of 

Ladbrokes plc but in the rest 

of his time, he will be focusing 

on pursuing personal interests 

- which is likely to include 

investing in small businesses. 

Darren has been a public 

company director for nearly 

ten years and feels he has 

been rewarded well for the 

years of hard work but he’s in 

his mid-forties now and is 

ready to focus on other 

things.  He has three 

daughters, aged 9, 11 and 13 

and is looking forward to 

spending more time with 

them from July 

onwards, when his 

resignation takes 

effect. 

Despite clearly being a very 

astute businessman and 

having won the highest 

accolades possible in his 

profession (in 2009, Darren 

was named both ‚FTSE 100 

FD of the Year‛ and ‚Finance 

Directors’ FD of the Year‛), 

Darren comes across as an 

extremely likeable and 

modest individual.  When we 

met Mrs Green, Head of 

Humanities, on a tour of the 

school and she asked him 

what he was doing now, 

Darren’s response was, ‚I 

work for Sainsburys‛.  He has 

clearly gone a long way from 

his days as a Warlingham 

student but he left the school 

after our interview on foot - 

with a briefcase and overnight 

bag - declining the offer of a 

lift to the station.  He said he 

would enjoy the 

walk. 

facilities: from the Business 

Centre, which he said was a 

‚wonderful learning 

environment‛ to the fantastic 

sports and leisure facilities.  

He also felt that the school 

didn’t feel overwhelming, 

despite its size; it hasn’t lost 

any of its welcoming feel. 

When Darren left Warlingham, 

he didn’t have any clue what 

he wanted to do.  A family 

friend worked at a large 

accountancy firm and 

recommended that as Darren 

had an aptitude for 

mathematics, accountancy 

would be quite a good career 

path for him.  Armed with Mr 

Close’s reference, Darren 

secured a place on the 

Glrcpl_rgml_j Jcgqspc Epmsn¬q 

(ILG) trainee accountants’ 

scheme.  After two years at 

ILG, he joined the Burton 

Group as an Assistant 

Accountant and quickly rose 

through the ranks over a 

twelve year period, 

simultaneously qualifying as a 

Chartered Accountant by 

spending four nights a week 

studying.  By 1991, he had 

become the Financial 

Controller and in 2000, he 

finally left the Burton Group 

(which had demerged 

Debenhams by then and 

become the Arcadia Group) 

as Chief Executive of its 

Home Shopping Network. 

Darren’s next move was to 

Kingfisher (another retail 

giant), as Chief Finance 

Officer for Superdrug.  Having 

worked in London for fourteen 

years, he was then based in 
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Splash for S.A.L.V.E. 
Uganda), 160 lengths (the 

length of where the famous 

Ugandan Owen Falls used to 

roar) or 320 lengths (the 

source of the River Nile to the 

end of the Bujagali Falls near 

Jinja).

Most of our work is carried 

out in one of the three prep 

rooms where we put together 

equipment needed for 

practical lessons and exams.
