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After a long month of revision, booster
sessions and exams, Year 12 returned
to school to finish the summer term on
13th June. We were welcomed back
with the news that Freddie Knoller, a
Holocaust survivor would be talking to
us the next day about his firsthand
account of one the most tragic events
in history.

Freddie is a humorous, endearing man
with an inspiringly cheery disposition of
91 years young’ !
age of 17 when war broke out in

1939, Freddie and his two brothers
were told by his parents that Vienna,
Austria, where he was born and
brought up was no longer safe for
them and that they should leave and
find life elsewhere. Freddy headed to
Paris to join his cousins where he
managed to obtain some false identity
papers stating that he was a French
citizen from AlsacelLorraine. With
these he earned a living escorting Nazi
soldiers to the nightlife, entertainment
and clubs in Paris.

Meeting many people with this job,
Freddie came across a charming
Frenchman who worked for the
Resistance- a group of French people
who fought against the Nazi German
occupation of France and their Vichy
Régime government during the War.
In May 1943 he joined the Maquis a
group of the French resistance and

lived in the hills of unoccupied France
alongside French Communists, Jewish
fugitives and young French citizens
who refused to work for the Germans.
Whilst living here he met a girl with
whom he fell in love and admitted to
her that the papers he owned were
false and he was in hiding.
Unfortunately an argument between
them broke their relationship and a
few days later, walking past the place
where they used to meet, he was
arrested by the French police who
knew of his fake papers and tortured
him for the’names of the rest of his
company'in the French Resistance.
The girl whom he thought had been
his first love had informed the police of
his true circumstances and his
whereabouts. After suffering
agonizing interrogation by the police
he broke. Freddie told them nothing
of his fellow resistance members but
that he was an escapee Jewish man
from Vienna taking shelter in the hills.
He was arrested and taken by the
Gestapo to Drancy, a camp in which
he awaited deportation to the East.

IngOctobgr fip waif yas pvers ieand
hundreds of other Jews were told to
board a train- 100 people per carriage
made up of the old and the young,
men and women - with one bucket of
drinking water and one bucket for
sanitary purposes between them. For
three days they travelled until they
reached Poland where the train
stopped and was emptied. Here the
youngd and fit were separated from the
women and their children, the sick and
the dying. Freddie qualified as strong
and youthful. German SS soldiers
made Freddie and the others march
toward to the camp with strict
surveillance over them and brutal
disposal of those who disobeyed or
fell from exhaustion.

Finally Freddie, alongside the others
made it to the camp. Here they were
forced to carry 25kg of cement all day
with minimal food rations. Freddie
says that if it

food at the end of each day, he
wouldn’'t have been
gruelling day’s

When the Russians approached the
camp, it was evacuated and once
again the people inside were made to
march towards their next destination.
The march was just as horrifying as
the first: those who collapsed were
shot and those still standing were
made to throw the bodies in ditches.
Their next camp was called Dora
Nordhausen.

The work consisted of being in tunnels
and mines shifting wagons full of
heavy metal. However before long the
Americans were advancing closer and
closer to the camp and thus Freddie
and everyone else were evacuated
further to BergenBelsen. There was
no more food by the time they arrived
and for three weeks Freddie managed
on nothing but a daily drink of water
and any edible roots he could find by
digging into the ground. Others were
not so lucky and many people
perished day-after-day until the 15th
April 1945 when the camp was
liberated by the British.

Freddie returned to Paris after being
told that there were no longer any
Jews living in Vienna, the first place of
choice he’d wished
Paris he was reunited with his brother
who was at the time working for the
American army and discovered his
other brother was living in New York
after being wed and becoming a
doctor. In 1950 Freddie married a
woman named Freda and he lives with
her now in London and has two
daughters.

With a beautiful zest for life, Freddie
told us his story with vivid description
and heart. He entertained and
touched us all- a truly inspirational
man, whom | will never forget.
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Over a period of eight weeks,
Ken Cowen and Chris

Chudleigh faced the challenge

of channelling our energy and
aggression into the sport of
Rugby, helping us to grow as
both a team and as
individuals, helping us to learn
important life skills. Students
are taking on the challenge,
learning discipline and
determination, leading to a
positive impact on our
behaviour and attitude to
school as well as helping us
to have clearer goals and
objectives for later life.
