past, present or future). If you want to get a “C” or above, you must make sure you answer
questions of all different colours and fonts.

When you are writing in the past tense, the font will be Century Gothic and the
background colour will be yellow. This text is a demonstration of what it will ook like in
the actual booklet.

When you are writing in the present tense, the font will be Calisto MT and the background colour
will be white. This text is a demonstration of what it will look like in the actual booklet.
